meetings outside our league (district meetings). 
• Assist in the operation of the league. 
• Discuss general business and update all board members on issues you are directly involved 

with as required by your position.  
• Assist with sign-ups and other events throughout the year. 
• Attend other league meetings during the month as needed 
• A board member’s term is a two (2) year term.
